Community Emergency Response Team (CERT)

The CERT Program was initiated by the Federal Government following the 9/11 terrorist attacks to harness the power of individuals through education, training and volunteer service, to make communities safer, stronger and better prepared to respond to threats from terrorism as well as disasters and other emergencies of all kinds.  In the event of an emergency CERT members living in Chickasaw Point are trained to take care of themselves and their families first, then to look after neighbors and the community.  If needed they can respond to emergencies outside of Chickasaw Point in Oconee County or further afield.  CERT volunteers would assist with some of the more routine activities of the regular emergency personnel (Police, Fire Departments, Red Cross, EMS personnel, Rescue Squads, etc.) making the professionals available to handle the more critical issues.
